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*If you think that your Japanese proficiency was underestimated in the
Japanese placement test, you might want to check whether it is true or
not by attending the classes at the level in the first week and confirming

the class contents in the last 70% of the semester. This is because the



main contents of every class appear in the last 70% or 60% contents of a

semester, not in the first or second class.
